MINUTES OF 29th AGM HELD ON 24 AUG 2007

1. 29th AGM of IDSE Offrs Association was held on 24 Aug 2007 at Teen Murty Auditorium, New Delhi.  Around 200 members attended from all over the country.  The AGM was a great success.

2. AGM began with formal registration of members.  Morning session started with discussion on agenda points at 1000 hrs.  Sh MM Pallam Raju, Hon’ble Minister of State for Defence, Chief Guest for the AGM arrived at 1200 hrs.  The Hon’ble Minister inaugurated the function formally by lighting the lamp.  The lamp was also lit by Sh JB Sharma, DG (Pers), Sh. PS Paryani, DG (Pers) (Retd.), Sh SN Gupta, CE (Retd.) and Sh. R K Tyagi, President.

3. Sh Atul Sikka, EE (SG) formally welcomed and introduced the Chief Guest to the audience.  Sh R K Tyagi, the President of the Association delivered his Presidential Address (President’s address is available on IDSE  web site).  The President in his address, briefed the Hon’ble Minister about MES and IDSE Offrs Association and  issues being faced by the members of the Association.  The President briefed regarding the issue of equivalency, Central Staffing Scheme, 3rd Cadre Review etc.  The President also explained how the SE and Colonel work as colleagues in CWE appointment and the relation changes to a boss and subordinate in CE / E-in-C’s office.  The President requested blessings / intervention of the Hon’ble Minister in progressing of these issues.

4. The Hon’ble Minister in his message appreciated the contribution of IDSE members in country’s defence preparedness in the form of providing excellent works support to all the three services.  He lauded the services of the members in various occasions of natural disasters like Tsunami and earthquake etc.  He called upon the members to upgrade the skills, update their technical knowledge and to produce the best quality infrastructure without cost and time overruns.  The Hon’ble minister had informed the members that the issue of equivalency is under examination at the highest level in MOD and assured that the other pending issues of Central Staffing Scheme and 3rd Cadre Review will be processed expeditiously.

5. The inaugural session ended with vote of thanks by Sh V K Reddy, Secretary.  After the Hon’ble Minister left, it was time for in house business.  The session started after lunch with the product presentation by certain firms.  Thereafter sh V K Reddy, Secretary had presented ‘Secretary’s Report’ in which the developments and actions taken during the last one year have been brought out.  The detailed text is available on website.  The report was seconded by Sh RK Gupta, SE and passed by voice vote.

6. Next on agenda was budget.  Sh Kamal Arora, Treasurer of the Association read the details of receipts and expenditure.  This was seconded by Sh Anil Kumar and passed by voice vote.

7. Other agenda points discussed are as under.

(a) Issue of equivalence between service and civilian officers.  General body was informed by Sh V K Reddy, Secretary about the various developments that have taken place on this issue during last one year.  It was decided that the new council should approach MOD and pursue the issue vigorously till final orders are issued.

(b) 3rd Cadre Review :-  Secretary briefed the progress of the 3rd Cadre Review Proposals.  The house has been informed that the proposals have been cleared by MOD Finance just few days back and will be forwarded to DOP&T soon.  It has been decided unanimously by voice vote that new council should pursue the issue with DOP&T and Min of Finance.

(c) Posting Policy :-  The members expressed agitation that present posting policy is not being implemented properly.  It was decided unanimously to request DG (Pers) to strictly follow the existing policy.  Further IDSE Association should be taken into confidence while making any modifications.

(d) Policy on study leave :-  It was decided that DG (Pers) should be requested to issue comprehensive policy on study leave.  Also officers should be encouraged to go on study leave.  Policy on study leave may be made liberal.

(e) Central Staffing Scheme :-  Secretary briefed the latest position of the issue.  It was decided that new council should approach DOP&T and pursue the issue vigorously.

(f) Sixth Central Pay Commission :-  Secretary briefed the members regarding the presentation made to Sixth CPC.

(g) MES Training Institute :-  At present MES does not have any training institute for its officers / subordinates.  CME at Pune, established for Corps of Engineers does not suit our requirements.  It has been unanimously resolved to approach MOD for establishing exclusive MES training institute for officers and subordinates.

(h) Station Facilities for MES officers :-  MES officers create / construct the facilities like sports facilities, swimming pools, officers clubs / institutes etc for users Army/Air Force/ Navy.  When it comes to use of these facilities MES officers are treated as second class citizens and these are not extended to them on the plea that we are civilian officers.  It has been deliberated and unanimously resolved to take up the case with service HQs of Army / Air Force / Navy for favourable orders.

Then it was time for election of new council.  Sh V K Gupta, SE and Sh. Rakesh Sharma, SE have conducted the elections.
